New Heights Charter School is committed to providing a safe and secure environment for faculty, staff and students. The Safe School Plan is designed to assist each school staff member in preparing for emergencies, managing emergency
response efforts, and maintaining a safe school environment. The School Safety Plan is revised yearly and a hard copy is available at the school site. The major goal of this pian is to assist all schoal staff in preparing for the potential of emergency
situations and understand our evacuation procedures. Our Safe School Plan was last revised in August 2019, The Safety Plan was discussed with students during the fall of 2019. New Heights Emergency Response team meet twice a year to
discuss Schoal Safely Plan and shared annually with our staff during staff meeting. New Heights has a buzzer gate at the entry to the school. Al visitors must sign in at the front office and wear a visitor's pass when entering the campus. Visitors
also are instructed to go directly to their destination and return to the front office to sign out upon leaving the site. New Heights Charter Scheol conducts manthly drills to practice for earthquake, fire. sheller-in-place and lockdown emergencies.
