Designated ELD Assessment

1. Students are shown a picture and asked to say 1-2 sentences about the picture using as much detail
as possible. (teacher audio record the answer)

2. Then they are asked to write the sentence down.

3. The sentences are evaluated by either the spoken or written or a combination depending on the focus
of the intervention round.

4. In this example, teacher were focusing on ELD part 2 #5 (Modifying to Add Details)
